	7.0. PRESIDENT’S AND HONORARY SECRETARY’S REPORT
	

	
	

	Professor Stefan Przyborski reported as follows:
	

	
	

	The Society was delighted that during this year the Society proudly hosted the prestigious International Federation of Associations of Anatomists (IFAA) World Congress in Anatomy, 9th to 11th August 2019, in London. The highly successful Congress was led by Professor D. Ceri Davies and his team; Regius Professor Simon Parson, Professor Tracey Wilkinson and Dr Gerard O’Keeffe. With 900 attendees from across the globe and a broad range of topics that covered the full spectrum of Anatomy based research, this was the highlight of the Anatomical Society’s year. The Society is the only society to have hosted three IFAA meetings and were proud to have delivered another excellent conference.
Communications: Profile Raising, Public Relations, Marketing, Promotion, Outreach 

This year has seen the continuation of the implementation of a high-level strategy to further increase the visibility of Anatomy and the Society, not only through the website and outreach events, but also in collaboration with other organisations, particularly the Royal Society of Biology. A comprehensive series of visits to mentor and review the progress of all Anatomical Society Sponsored 2nd year graduate students is now an established process that carries the message of the Society’s impact to the wider academic community.  Awards and meetings attendance funding is now conditional on the completion of a report in a suitable format for publication on the Anatomical Society website, in Anastomosis and on social media. 

Membership and Website 

As part of the continuing development of the Society’s membership services and website the Society 2018 saw the introduction of a new membership service provider, the Royal Society of Biology. This change was overseen by the Membership Officer, Professor Fabio Quondamatteo.  Officer, Dr Iain Keenan. WE thank both Officers for their continuing hard work.
Training Programme 

In 2008 the Anatomical Society and the American Association of Anatomists established a two-year formal training programme in anatomy, with the aim of supporting young bioscientists and others wishing to learn and teach anatomy to health care professionals. Professor Tracey Wilkinson took over as our Director in August 2014 and seven trainees successfully completed the one or two modules that they attended in 2019, with two completing the whole programme. The Society is preparing to welcome twenty-five trainees on to the 2019-20 programme. 

Journal of Anatomy and Aging Cell 

Journal of Anatomy continues to flourish under the joint leadership of the Editors -in-Chief, Dr Julia Clarke, Professor Tom Gillingwater, Professor Anthony Graham and Professor Stefan Milz. Aging Cell under the leadership of the Editors-in-Chief, Professor Peter Adams, Dr Adam Antebi, Dr Ana Maria Cuervo, Dr Brian Kennedy and Dr John Sedivy, is successfully operating as an online open journal. We are delighted that the Aging Cell had an increased Impact Factor for 2018.

Thanks 

Professor Stefan Przyborski thanked the Executive Administrator, Ms Mary -Anne Piggott, for her contribution to the work of the Society during the past year; colleagues at Wiley-Blackwell and the editorial teams for their work on our two prestigious journals, Journal of Anatomy and Aging Cell; colleagues at MCI Ltd now succeeded by The Royal Society of Biology; the commercial companies who have sponsored the meetings; Russell -Cooke (Solicitors), Stackhouse Poland (Insurance Brokers) and the Foundation for Science and Technology (FST) for its professional advice.

One Councillor, Associate Professor Siobhan Loughna resigned her role as Councillor after completing two terms in office. Professor Stefan Przyborski thanked her for her work on behalf of the Society. Dr Joanna Matthan and Dr Michelle Spear were elected to the role of Councillor for a first term.

	8.0 HONORARY MEMBERSHIP OFFICER’S REPORT
	

	
	

	Professor Fabio Quondamatteo reported as follows:

New Service Provider and Simplification of the Membership Structure
Last year saw the successful move to the Royal Society of Biology (RSB) as the Society’s new membership service providers providing a full range of membership administration services.  A new simplified membership structure was now in operation with streamlined membership categories comprising Early Career (within 5 years from a primary degree pertinent to Anatomy), Full (after 5 years from a primary degree pertinent to Anatomy). Fellow (elected by Council from members with at least 7 years of Full membership) and Honorary Fellow (elected by Council from distinguished individuals who may or may not already be Members of the Society. 
Fees

The Early Career Membership fee is £10 per annum and the Full Membership Fee is £55 per annum. After 30 years of Full/Fellow membership an application can be made for a reduced fee of £10 per annum. On retirement a member who has been a Full Member/Fellow for at least 15 years may apply for a reduced subscription of £10 per annum. Honorary Fellows do pay a membership fee. Those who were senior Members before 2010 and Life Members do not pay a fee. Within the new structure there is still the possibility of a fee waiver for those members on a career break this allow the member to stay on the same grade with all the rights and privileges maintained. Each member may only avail themselves of this option once during their membership.
Designation

The new structure will also allow for the membership administration to track changes in grade as members progress through the structure. The new structure also allows members to designate their exact category of membership on official documentation.  A generic definition as ‘member of the Anatomical society’ will no longer be acceptable.
New Member Applications
Between 1st October 2018 and 30th September 2019 there were 107 new member applications.
Increase in Membership
 It is a matter of pride that the membership of the Society is progressively increasing and at the 11th December 2018 there were 615 members at 13th December 2019 there were 688. Over a quarter of the membership comprises Early Career members.  Members were requested to ensure that they have renewed their membership for next year.

Professor Fabio Quondamatteo concluded by thanking Dr Cecilia Brassett, Deputy to the Membership Officer and the Membership Committee, the RSB team for the administrative work in ensuring that the membership is run efficiently, the Executive Administrator, and all the membership for supporting the Society.  
Member Question: A member asked if it might be possible to accept debit/credit card payment for membership at the Scientific Meetings. Imelda McGonnell, Honorary Treasurer, advised that it was not possible due to governance and audit requirements.
	

	
	

	9.0 HONORARY TREASURER’S REPORT
	

	
	

	Imelda McGonnell reported that:

i. The total funds of the Anatomical Society and the Company of Anatomists during the financial year increased from £4,075,509 to £4,267,836 due to the continued success of journal publications and an upward movement in investments; 

ii. The total income amounted to £2,119,230 whilst total expenditure was £1,912,247 leaving a net surplus before investment gains of £206,983 compared to a net income before investment gains, of £253,320 in 2017-18; 

iii. The increased income from publication of journals and from listed investments and the IFAA Congress. Overall, this is consistent with the Society’s stated policy of aiming to maintain expenditure on charitable activities;

iv. The value of the two main investment portfolios increased over the financial year from £2,297,371 to £2,348,438 and there was a decrease in the income from these portfolios £49,921 compared to £57,279 in the previous year. It was noted that the trustees, in view of the continuing low bank interest rates and under advice from the Society’s investment managers, are continuing to maintain the level of investment in the Society’s investment portfolio; 
v. The online accounting system is fully operational for accounting and budgeting for both the Society and the Company of Anatomists. A profit and loss statement can now be presented to Council in order to increase transparency for the trustees.
vi. The Society’s annual public benefit activities included two very well attended conferences with scientific and educational symposia and public lectures; sponsorship of four new PhD research studentships, with a total of eleven funded this year; grants totalling £17,00 awarded to sixty scientists to disseminate or develop their research (forty-five Symington Bequest and fifteen Barclay-Smith); grants of £17,500 awarded to seven undergraduate students for  summer research projects; sponsorship of four university departmental seminars and expenditure on prizes amounting to £3,000;
vii. The members of the Council continue to review the level of reserves of the Society in light of current and future planned activity. The Society and its trading subsidiary, the Company of Anatomists Limited, publish two journals, the Journal of Anatomy and Aging Cell, through Wiley-Blackwell publications. These journals, particularly the former, continue to be the major source of revenue for the Society, and the threat of loss of income due to open access publishing campaign continues to be monitored and reviewed together with Wiley. Aging Cell has been operating on an open access model for several years and, thus far there has been no negative impact upon the revenue from this journal. Continuing financial uncertainty due to political changes in the UK, Europe and America remain a concern, although this has not impacted negatively upon the value of investments this year. The Society is mindful of the fact that its reserves must be adequate to cover the longer-term liabilities of PhD studentships, employment costs, website and membership services. Total funds at 30 September 2019 were £4,267,836 (2018: £4,075,509) including restricted funds of £409,559 (2018: £416,877).

	Professor Emeritus Colin Ockleford asked Dr Jeremy Mortimer gave a presentation about the new Dr Sophie Miller Memorial Prize. Further details are on the Society’s website.
The Anatomical Society presents a new prize opportunity for early career researchers to present their own unpublished or early published anatomical science research at the summer scientific meeting of the society. Early career members are encouraged to submit an abstract detailing the promise of their research area for a short (maximum 20 minutes) lecture, presented by the winning applicant at the summer meeting in the same year. The prize allows supported attendance at the meeting and early experience in science presentation and feedback dedicated to young scientists. 

Dr Sophie Miller was an Anatomical Society funded PhD student from 2011-2014 at Cambridge University.  She investigated olfactory ensheathing cells (OECs) and their potential for transplant-mediated repair of the central nervous system. During this time, she presented at many Anatomical Society meetings, with one of the publications from her PhD work appearing in the September 2016 issue of The Journal of Anatomy. She passed away in December 2016 and her family have generously provided support for young and aspiring scientists through The Anatomical Society in her memory.

	Emeritus Professor Colin Ockleford reported that the Anatomical Society Prize 2019 was awarded by Council to Professor Alan Boyde and his lecture will follow the AGM. 
Afternote: For information Professor Emeritus Colin Ockleford’ s encomium is included in the AGM minutes:

‘The Anatomical Society is delighted to announce that the recipient of the 2019 Anatomical Society Prize will be Professor Alan Boyde. 

Alan Boyde is Professor of Mineralised Tissue Biology at Bart’s' and The London School of Medicine and Dentistry, Queen Mary University of London (QMUL). His focus is on high class optical and electron microscopy of all the hard tissues and their disease conditions, inventing and introducing new methods which are special to the ﬁeld. His current interests include changes in bone with aging and in osteoporosis and osteoarthritis: articular cartilage: high density mineralised inﬁll crack healing in calciﬁed tissues: high density mineralised protrusions in articular cartilage: comparative micro-architecture of bone and responses to function and drugs: overload arthrosis in man and racehorse: studies of retrieved skeletal implants: special problems in implant microscopy: characterisation of the phenotype in mouse genetic models: and methods for correlating between methods. Alan serves on the Editorial Board of several bone and microscopy journals.

He graduated BDS at The London Hospital Medical College (LHMC) is 1958, joined the Anatomy Dept there in 1959 as a junior demonstrator and started working with TEM and x-ray microscopy. His great good fortune was in discovering SEM at the Cavendish Laboratory, Cambridge [with V. Roy Switsur in 1959] and at the Engineering Lab [with A.D. Gary Stewart in 1960]. He joined the Anat Soc 1962. His PhD in 1964 won him the Thomas Henry Huxley award of the Zoological Society. Alan received his first SEM grant, 1966, from SRC, which won him a transfer as Reader to Anatomy UCL under JZ Young in Feb 1967. Returned to his alma mater, now QMUL, in 2003. Alan served as President of the Anatomical Society from 2002-2004.
