10. Special Resolutions – Memorandum and Articles of Association - Changes

10.1 The members will consider, and if thought fit, approve the following special resolution proposed by 14th July  2020 Council:

10.1.1 That the Objects of the Anatomical Society be amended to read:

‘THE PROMOTION, DEVELOPMENT AND ADVANCEMENT OF THE ANATOMICAL SCIENCES, THE PROMOTION OF RESEARCH IN FURTHERANCE OF THE ABOVE OBJECT AND THE PUBLICATION OF THE USEFUL RESULTS OF SUCH RESEARCH, AND THE PROMOTION AND ADVANCEMENT OF EDUCATION IN THE ANATOMICAL SCIENCES.’  
10.2 The members will consider, and if thought fit, approve the following special resolutions proposed by 12th November 2020 Council:
10.2.1 That new Article 1.1 be adopted:

Objects 

1.1 Pursuant to the Companies Act 2006, the provisions of the Memorandum, other than those relating to incorporation, are treated as being part of these Articles and are not duplicated herein other than, for ease of reference, the Objects are repeated as:  

 
(i) the promotion, development and advancement of the anatomical sciences;

(ii) the promotion of research in furtherance of the above object and the publication

     of useful results of such research    

 
(iii) the promotion and advancement of education in the anatomical sciences.
10.2.2 That revised Article 12 be adopted:
General Meetings

12. The Society shall hold in each year an Annual General Meeting in addition to any other meetings in that year and shall specify the meeting as such in the notices calling it. Not more than fifteen months shall elapse between the date of one Annual General Meeting of the Society and that of the next. The Annual General Meeting shall be held at such time and place as the Council shall appoint and may be held electronically in whole or in part.
10.2.3 That revised Article 13 be adopted:

General Meetings

13. All other General Meetings shall be called Extraordinary General Meetings, which may be convened by the Council whenever it thinks fit, or on the requisition of at least twenty Members and may be held electronically in whole or in part.
10.2.4 That new Article 28 (c) be adopted:
The Council and Honorary Officers

28 (c) The Council members and other committee members shall not normally participate in making decisions on matters in which they, or those they are associated with, have a personal interest. They must declare any such interest and then abide by the decisions of the other Council or committee members as to their withdrawal from the meeting while the matter concerned is discussed, or their remaining but not participating in the relevant discussions, or even remaining to contribute to the discussion. However, it should be a rarity that any conflicted trustee or committee member were allowed to vote on the matter concerned.
10.2.5 That new Article 28 (d) be adopted:

The Council and Honorary Officers

28 (d) Board and Committee meetings shall be held at such times and venues as the Board and its committees respectively shall decide, and may be held by electronic means when the Board or a committee agrees that such means are appropriate.

11. Regulations

11.1. To note the changes to the Regulations approved by 28th March 2020 Council namely Regulation 4 amendment of Clauses (b) and (c) and additional clauses (d) and (e):
4. Early Career Membership 

a) Early Career Membership shall normally be limited to those persons who are on a course of undergraduate or are within 5 years from the date of award of their first undergraduate qualification pertinent to Anatomy. Nomination for election to Early Career Membership shall be in accordance with the procedures provided for Full Members.

b) New applicants who have already graduated and had taken a prolonged period of absence for a major reason (e.g. parental/carer duties, long illness etc), have the opportunity, to flexibly extend the Early Career time beyond the 5 years after graduation to match your period of leave, should they wish to do so

c)Nominations shall be sent to the Membership Officer for examination and election by the Council. 

d)Early career Membership ceases on the 30th September of the fifth year after the graduation date recorded. This shall normally be the date of completion of the first undergraduate degree pertinent to Anatomy, and will automatically transfer to Full Membership

e)In special circumstances, should an existing Early Career Member have to take a prolonged period of leave due to major reasons (parental/carer duties, long illness etc) after their graduation, the Early Career membership can be extended beyond the 5 years post-graduation by an appropriate period of time commensurate to the leave period.
11.2.To note the changes to the Regulations approved by 14th July 2020 Council namely Regulation 5.1 (h) and deletion of clause (i):
Fellowship

5.1 Fellow

(h)   Full Members elected to Fellowship will continue to pay their subscription at the Full Member rate until they are eligible for the reduction of fees for long standing membership. 

(i)    Senior Members elected to Fellowship will continue to pay their subscription at the Senior Member rate.
