	REPORT: What were your anticipated benefits?

	I submitted an abstract for the platform presentation on my teaching approach and research called ‘Draw Along with Complete Anatomy: A teaching tool for neurovasculature’. I wanted to share my experience and findings around this approach.
I also felt I would benefit from networking with other early career anatomists.

	The Early Career Anatomy Academics Conference was fantastic. A particular highlight was the comparative anatomy workshop. I saw a range of animal specimens and learned a fair bit of new anatomy! It was great to see the similarities between species.
