	REPORT: What were your anticipated benefits?

	In attending the conference, the group anticipated a range of benefits. In relation to the group, this was an invaluable opportunity to deliver the findings of the study to a new audience. Having only presented at veterinary-related conferences before, we expected that delivering to a wider audience would be cause for different styles of scrutinisation and discussion. It was likely to present an important opportunity for us to communicate a new style of learning to educators in different fields.
On an individual level, as a presenter very early in my academic career, invitation to speak at this conference gave an excellent opportunity to practise my presentation skills and to network with fellow professionals in similar and related fields, from different universities.



	COMMENTS: Describe your experience at the conference / lab visit / course / seminar/ event.

	The conference was an excellent opportunity to meet others in the field from different institutions. It was great to be able to meet many other early career members of the society and be able to discuss our different roles. It was also a great opportunity to discuss with other senior members of the society their experience, and to listen to their career advice.
Having given few presentations in my career so far, it was an invaluable opportunity to present my findings to an audience. In preparing for the presentation, it gave me an excellent opportunity to carefully think about my research and findings, whilst improving my communication and presenting skills. Questions posed to members of the audience were useful in developing the way I explain my findings in different ways and in thinking about my experimental technique.
It was also a great opportunity to see a range of talks delivered by others too. Not only was it useful to know what other work was being done in my field of interest, but as a veterinary anatomist, it was fascinating to see talks on human anatomy. As well as broadening the different species I was able to attend talks on, I was mostly interested in the breadth of material that the Anatomical Sciences covers, having only previously been exposed to and involved in the research and teaching of gross anatomy. Attending talks on more cellular aspects of anatomy allowed me to integrate my knowledge of physiology and anatomy and to understand how research options in this field are open to me.


	REPORT: In relation to skills, what were the most important things you gained? (does not apply to equipment grant. For public engagement/outreach awards what did your audience gain and how did you evaluate success?

	In addition to being able to improve my own presentation techniques, I believe that my talk also presented an interesting offering to the audience. In presenting a new teaching method and discussing its implications, for those in education, it stimulated interesting debate in how student learn anatomy and how we as educators should be teaching it. It was interesting to informally discuss these results considering more senior colleagues vast experience in the area.
I believe that my topic also provided an interesting insight for those used to teaching human anatomy because in veterinary medicine, we have the opportunity to make recordings, and my topic of discussion centred heavily around that. It raised interesting discussion of whether we should make recordings in dissections, professional concerns around sharing this media and how this can be used in implementation of new teaching techniques.


	REPORT: How do you think you will put this learning experience into practice in the future? For public engagement/outreach awards how with the materials/knowledge generated by this activity be used in the future?

	This has shown that students can be taught anatomy under pandemic restrictions, which though we are now no longer subject to, might be imposed once again, and as such we can use this method of teaching for contingency planning.
The project can benefit those students who cannot attend anatomy teaching because they are away on placement or unable to be present in the dissection room for some other reason, such as long-term illness.

Students can use the information we have learnt to guide how they produce notes to study from during anatomy teaching. Applications from this type of learning can be applied to almost any type of teaching session where there is a physical element to the session.
In addition to produce a novel teaching tool, we have also produced evidence that supports previously held and sometimes unsupported beliefs; that student benefit most from the practical aspect of anatomy and that wiki is a useful tool for online collaboration between students. The project also sets a framework for the way in which future practical teaching formats can evolve and research into their effectiveness can take place.
