	Being in touch (albeit remotely) with colleagues of the global anatomical community. Listening especially to the more human-centred talks about anatomy. I was excited to present 2 talks on haptic observation for improved 3D spatial awareness in anatomy education and clinical practice.

	Background
I attended IFAA2019 in London, just before the pandemic. 
I gave a presentation and put up a poster. IFAA2019 was a very enriching experience. I met a number of colleagues and kept up communication with some of them as well as worked together with them. 

IFAA2022
IFAA2022 was online only and was equally enriching, although there was no virtual room for networking and socialising. I find that a space (virtual or physical) for networking and discussion with colleagues is invaluable for the exchange of ideas. 
I presented two talks. The first was on 5th August at 11:30 (Turkish time). This was the FIPAE Symposium titled ‘Anatomy Visualised’. Chairs were Nalini Pather, Claudia Krebs and Paul Rea. My talk was entitled, Deep Anatomy Observation with Touch and Drawing: The Haptico-visual Observation and Drawing Method. 
My second talk was on 7th August at 14:30 (Turkish time). This was a platform presentation session. The session Chair was Isabel Stabile. My talk was entitled, Exploring the Most Effective Combination of Drawing Approaches for Observation and Understanding of Three-Dimensional Anatomy. 
There were many talks which were oriented to the Medical Humanities and the ‘Humanification of Anatomy’. These talks evoked philosophical thinking around what it means to be human. These included, the appreciation of body donors in our education of what it means to be Human, the confrontation of death (Jon Cornwall). A number of talks focussed on ethical issues e.g. around the use of digital images of body donors for teaching, gender fluidity from both an anatomical and psychological perspective, the history of inequality in the anatomical sciences. 
The conference was incredibly well organised and well run.

	REPORT: In relation to skills, what were the most important things you gained? (does not apply to equipment grant. For public engagement/outreach awards what did your audience gain and how did you evaluate success?

	Presentation skills. Presenting a talk live* is exciting but with each presentation I gain new insights into how I can improve my delivery. Additionally, listening to others present is also informative. In my first talk I had 10 minutes to present. I noticed that some of the presenters spoke quickly in order to get through their presentations, which makes it hard to follow. When it came time for me to present, I made sure that I spoke at a measured pace. When presenting, I predominantly use images on which to ‘hang’ what I say. This allows for spontaneity and a freshness to my delivery. At the same time, I needed to make sure that I stuck to the focus of my talk so as to keep within the time limit.  
Both talks went very well, but because we were afforded 15 minutes (in my second talk) I was able to factor in far more spontaneity in my delivery and allowed for the injection of humour. 
*by ‘live’ I mean presenting in real-time to a ‘live audience’
