	Symington award to attend the 19th International Federation of Associations of Anatomists Congress, to be held at the Excel London from the 9th to 14th August 2019.


	REPORT: What were your anticipated benefits?

	This conference is a truly international one, with colleague attending from throughout the world, including the Antipodes (ANZACA).  My anticipated benefits were to:
· Participate in two symposia with international colleagues (Social media & Comparative anatomy)

· Present the new Anatomical Society Embryology Syllabus for Undergraduate Medicine, produced in collaboration with colleagues from the Anatomical Society Education Committee, and recently published in the Journal of Anatomy.

In addition, the event enabled me to build a broader network with anatomists with whom I had previously only engaged with online (i.e. via twitter), beyond the immediate circle of the Anatomical Society.

	COMMENTS: Describe your experience at the conference / lab visit / course / seminar/ event.

	The event began by meeting with colleagues from the UK, North America and Australia the evening before the conference began.  The following morning was my first symposium – chaired/led by Catherine Hennessey - 21st century anatomist: social media use in anatomy education and research.  This was a lively and fun symposium, with a truly international panel, all sharing our experiences of Social Media use for networking, education and research.  

My main presentation was on Sunday morning – presenting the newly developed Embryology Syllabus, produced in conjunction with colleagues from the Anatomical Society.  This has been 2 years in development, by means of a Delphi process obtaining input and consensus from diverse stakeholders from anatomical, embryological and clinical backgrounds.  A final set of 61 learning outcome statements, each linked to examples of clinical conditions to provide context, was presented.  This syllabus has also recently been published in the Journal of Anatomy (Holland, J. C., Smith, C., O'Shea, M., Stewart, J., Ockleford, C.D. and Finn, G. M. (2019), The anatomical society core embryology syllabus for undergraduate medicine. J. Anat., 235: 847-860. doi:10.1111/joa.13023). 
My final presentation was within a collaborative symposium – chaired/led by Sourav Bhattacharjee – exploring aspects of comparative anatomy.  My own contribution reflected on my experience of using comparative anatomy exemplars within undergraduate medicine, predominantly in embryology lectures.


	REPORT: In relation to skills, what were the most important things you gained? (does not apply to equipment grant. For public engagement/outreach awards what did your audience gain and how did you evaluate success?

	With regards to the Social medial symposium – on a personal level it was wonderful to physically meet colleagues with whom I have engaged via social media for years, but had never physically met.  Catherine Hennessey did gain feedback from the 50 delegates who attended (via questionnaire) - 95% of whom reported that they had learned something new about how to use social media as a result of the workshop, with 73% of respondents intending to use social media more for teaching and 82% intending to use social media (namely Twitter) more for professional networking.
For the Embryology Syllabus – this has been published, and myself and the co-authors are promoting it via Social media, the conference was another opportunity to raise awareness of this publication, and to encourage colleagues internationally to engage with it, either using or adapting it for use within their own institutions, or providing feedback to us on whether they find it to be useful and appropriate.


	REPORT: How do you think you will put this learning experience into practice in the future? For public engagement/outreach awards how with the materials/knowledge generated by this activity be used in the future?

	I gained new contacts, and strengthened existing ones, with colleagues and potential collaborators.   Anatomical Society membership was promoted to interested parties.
