	REPORT: What were your anticipated benefits?

	Many big names in the field of neuroscience and glial research were invited from all over the world to present their latest research or to educate the predominantly young audience in symposia. The meeting was very well organised and sessions were divided into different categories, including technical workshops, plenary lectures, symposia and poster sessions. This was my third experience in attending euroglia meeting, and without a doubt very educational as ever. In the meeting, as well as giving focus on presenting my work, I was also looking forward to meet many scientists from around the world, in order to find potential collaborators for my future work, as well as learning about the latest unpublished research related to glial cells in health and disease.

	I was particularly interested in the symposia sessions and poster sessions, which was where I found much relevant scientific discussions. There were many presentations including: oligodendrocytes and myelination in aging brain, stem cell, mechanism of microglia phagocytosis. I attended the symposia sessions of interest to learn about the topic, in which, scientists from around the world were presenting their latest unpublished data.

	I presented a poster, entitled “Expression of genes of the vitamin K cycle in the mouse brain”. The project is mainly focussed on exploring the expression of various enzyme in the CNS all of which are involved in the vitamin K cycle. While presenting my poster, I received some interest in my topic and had some very useful and valuable discussions with scientists with various level of knowledge (PhD students mainly), all of them were mainly working on CNS including regeneration of the brain, neronal cell protection and survival, glial cell development. Furthermore there was a reciprocal benefit in those discussions on neurogenesis, and glial cell development, and receiving ideas about my future experiment design.

	As this meeting was very centred on youth, there were many opportunities that brought young neuroscience researchers together and workshops that educated them on the elements that lead to success in an academic career.
