	REPORT: What were your anticipated benefits?

	My anticipated benefits were 

1- To present a newly developed Snap Anatomy game at an international conference.
2- To keep to up to date with scientific developments in Anatomy.

3-To learn new educational and engagement   methods relating to Anatomy.   
4- Networking to promote my research and the Snap Anatomy game so it can be used at other institutions. 
5- To receive feedback on my project to develop it further and make improvements.


	COMMENTS: Describe your experience at the conference / lab visit / course / seminar/ event.

	The summer Meeting of the Anatomical Society (IFAA19) is one of the largest conferences in the field and as such attracts leading scientists from the UK and around the world. Consequently, this conference allows researchers to keep abreast of current trends in anatomical research and teaching methods for anatomical sciences.

It was an amazing three days at the IFAA Conference. The first day included presentations on “using eye tracking” to understand learning in anatomical sciences by Associate Professor Ann Zumwalt from Boston University.  Shane Tubbs’ gave an inspiring talk on translational research “using anatomical research to propose answers to clinical problems”.  It was also great to witness the development of the National Neuroanatomy Competition (NUNC) by the Southampton university lecturers and the students.  
The second day began with an interesting presentation on forensic clinical anatomy.  Shane Tubbs talked about the forensic implications of anatomical variability of the brain vascularisation and showed how they are unique to each person, just like fingerprints.  Marko Konschake also presented variance in parathyroid interventions and the relevance in forensic clinical anatomy, highlighting that the fear of surgery originates from misunderstood anatomy knowledge. 

It was also so fascinating to hear from Dr Lisa Lee how students are biased by variables such as gender, age, ethnicity and accent which might influence student feedback. 

In the afternoon I had the opportunity to present my SNAP Anatomy game as a tool for public outreach and engagement.  I also really enjoyed the social activity provided by the organisers as I attended the Medieval Banquet in the evening. 

The final day of talks included fantastic presentations by Adam Taylor, Gabrielle Finn, Claire Smith, Jason Organ, Joy Reidenberg and Kat Sander who presented their different experiences from engaging with the public with a variety of methods and techniques such as Anatomical body painting, 3D models, Television and heart dissections.

	REPORT: In relation to skills, what were the most important things you gained? (does not apply to equipment grant. For public engagement/outreach awards what did your audience gain and how did you evaluate success?

	I feel that presenting and engaging with my colleges at a conference helps to develop my interpersonal and presentation skills further. It was a great opportunity to share the Snap Anatomy game I developed to help engage with the public.
In addition, it has allowed me to gain valuable feedback on my work from experts in the field. 
More importantly it creates a fantastic opportunity for networking and a collaboration opportunity to develop snap Anatomy further as an App for public engagement. Colleagues from St Andrew’s University are happy to include this game in their on-going public engagement activities.

	I have already begun to collaborate with other institutions in UK to make this game a part of an anatomy engagement activity with public. 
In addition, I have gained new forms of measurements to assess the impact of my public engagement activities.  
It was also interesting to hear and discuss varied forms of assessment in educational teaching and I now intend to apply these techniques and integrate them into the modules I teach to my health care science students.
