1. Nature of the Awards

i. To enable Student Societies the opportunity to apply for funding to enhance and disseminate anatomical research and understanding. 
ii. It is expected that up to 5 awards of up to £200 each will be made in each academic/financial year (1st October to 30th September).

2. Eligibility 

i. Awards will only be made to bona fide Student Societies of recognised institutions undertaking research and teaching in the anatomical sciences in the United Kingdom and Ireland.

ii. No more than one award per institution will be made in any one academic/financial year (1st October-30th September).

iii. The awards will not be for retrospective events. Awards will not be made retrospectively from the date they are considered by the Anatomical Society’s Prizes and Awards Committee and Council. 
3. Financial Matters
i. The award is to a maximum of £200 paid to the successful applicant as a single sum. 
ii. Successful applicants will need to complete an Anatomical Society Expenses Claim Form and send it to the Society’s Honorary Treasurer, Dr Jeremy Mortimer,  within six weeks of the end of the event  including the original receipts before re-imbursement can be made.  Re-imbursement will not be made until you have submitted your report (see 4 below).
iii. Please note that receipts must be presented in hard copy form to the Society before the close of the Society’s accounting year (30th September). Please be aware that we are unable to receive any retrospective claims after that date.

4.  Reporting
i. Successful applicants are required to submit a report of the event to the Education Officer Dr Hannah Shaw (c/o maryanne.piggott@kcl.ac.uk) within 6 weeks of the end of the event.  The Society’s standard Award Report Form should be used. Failure to comply with the Anatomical Society conditions could preclude further awards being made to your Institution. 

ii. The report of the event should be up to a maximum of 500 words, be of general interest to a broad readership including scientists and non-specialists and be suitable for publishing on the Society’s website and in its Newsletter Anastomosis.

iii. The report should ideally include one of two colourful graphical images minimum 75 dpi and a maximum size of 0.5 mbytes. You must obtain consent from people appearing in any photos and confirm that you have consent.  A consent statement from you must accompany each report. A short narrative should accompany the image. 

iv. Copyright: If the applicant submits images s/he must either own the copyright to the image or have gained the explicit permission of the copyright holder for the image to be submitted as part of the report for upload to the Society’s website, Newsletter and Social Media. A copyright statement must accompany each report.
