Barclay-Smith, MA, MD (former Secretary and Treasurer of the Society), in order to encourage young members of the Society “living at a distance from the Metropolis to attend and make communications to the London meetings”. More recently the scope of the fund has been widened to cover travel to any meeting of the Society. The term “young members” is normally interpreted to include both those of lecturer’s status or below and aged 30 years or below.

Applications for assistance from the fund should be made in writing to the Treasurer and may be accompanied by a letter of recommendation from a senior academic in the institution to which the applicant is affiliated.


	4.The Barclay-Smith Travelling Fund
This fund was established by the generosity of the late Professor E. Barclay-Smith, MA, MD (former Secretary and Treasurer of the Society), in order to encourage young members of the Society “living at a distance from the Metropolis to attend and make communications to the London meetings”. More recently, the scope of the fund has been widened to cover travel to any meeting of the Society. Applicants do not need to hold a PhD to qualify, but, if they do, this must have been awarded within the previous 12 years, exclusive of career breaks. Additionally, applicants must be lecturer status or below.
Applications for assistance from the fund should be made in writing to the Treasurer and may be accompanied by a letter of recommendation from a senior academic in the institution to which the applicant is affiliated.
